1. Definitions

(a) Lessee. The term "Lessee" shall mean the Lessee as set forth in the Proprietary Lease and shall include members of the Lessee's family, the Lessee's guests and employees and, in the case of a sublet apartment, shall include the undertenant, members of the undertenant's family, and the undertenant's guests and employees.

(b) Lessor. The term "Lessor" shall mean PLAZA 400 OWNERS CORP.

(c) Consent. When required by these House Rules, the terms "consent" or "approval" shall mean the written consent or approval of the Board of Directors of the Lessor (hereinafter the "Board"). Any such consent or approval shall be revocable unless stated to be irrevocable. In the event that the Board shall not have taken any action which may be required under these House Rules, such failure to act shall not be deemed a waiver of the Board's right to act.

(d) Public Halls. The term "public halls" shall mean the lobby, front halls, service halls, and foyers or other areas which afford direct access to the front door of two or more apartments.

2. Public Areas

Public areas, which include elevators, public halls and stairways, shall be used solely for the purpose of entering and exiting apartments. No article may be placed or stored in any public area. A lessee shall not decorate a public area in any manner. Medical patients of doctors may not use the lobby when waiting for a doctor.

3. Bicycles And Other Vehicles

Bicycles, tricycles, baby carriages, wheelchairs or other vehicles may not be left on the sidewalk immediately adjoining the front entrance to the building, nor may they be placed or stored in any public area within the building other than an area designated for such purpose. Baby carriages and wheelchairs are the only vehicles permitted in a passenger elevator. Rollerblades or roller skates may not be worn or used in the building.

4. Access To Skytop Terrace

Lessees are prohibited from access to the Skytop Terrace between sunset and sunrise.

5. No Playing
Children are not permitted to play in the public areas and on the sidewalk adjoining the front of the building or the roof.

6. Use Of Apartments

No group tour or exhibition of any apartment or its contents may be conducted, nor may any auction sale be held in any apartment, without first having obtained the approval of the Board.

7. Maintenance Of Apartments

A Lessee shall keep his/her apartment in a good state of preservation and cleanliness and shall not do, or permit anything to be done, which may interfere with the rights, comforts and conveniences of any other Lessee, or which may increase the rate of fire insurance on the building or its contents.

8. Odors

A Lessee shall not cause or permit any objectionable odors to emanate from his/her apartment. Apartment doors must be kept closed during cooking and shall not be kept open to vent cooking odors. If there is no exhaust equipment in the apartment, kitchen windows may be kept open to vent odors.

9. Noise

(a) General. A Lessee shall not make nor shall a Lessee permit any sound to be made which may disturb any other Lessee.

(b) Musical Instruments, Radio, Stereo, Television. A Lessee shall not make nor shall a Lessee permit any disturbing noise to be made between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. Musical instruments may not be played during such period. Radios, phonographs, television sets, or similar devices may not be operated at a sound level which may disturb or interfere with the repose of others. Vocal or instrumental music may be practiced for not more than three hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Giving vocal or instrumental music instruction to others is prohibited and a Lessee shall not permit such instruction within his/her apartment.

(c) Floor Covering. Unless specifically authorized by the Board, the floors of each apartment must be covered with rugs, carpeting or other noise-reducing material, to the extent of at least 80% of the entire square footage of each room and hallway, regardless of floor area covered by furniture, excepting only kitchens, bathrooms, closets and entrance foyers.

(d) Hours For Construction. No work to alter an apartment, and no work of an inherently noisy character (such as drilling, sawing, hammering, sanding or floor refinishing), shall be performed before 8:45 a.m. or after 4:45 p.m. No such work shall be performed on a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday or any other day the Board may, from time to time, designate.
(e) Cleaning Equipment. Cleaning equipment shall not be used during the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.

10. Prohibited Appliances

The installation or use of any of the following appliances in an apartment is prohibited: Clothes Washers, Clothes Dryers, Garbage Disposal Units, Garbage Compactors and Whirlpool Baths.

11. Plumbing Fixtures

Toilets and other plumbing fixtures shall be used solely for their intended purpose. No sweepings, rubbish or other improper substances shall be deposited in any such fixture. Any damage resulting from the failure to maintain, or from the misuse of any such fixture in a Lessee's apartment, shall be the responsibility of the Lessee. The Lessee shall be responsible for periodic maintenance of bathroom tile and grouting.

12. Apartment Exteriors

(a) A Lessee shall not install awnings, air-conditioners, ventilators or window guards, or erect a fence, canopy or other structure on a terrace or balcony, nor shall a Lessee paint an exterior wall or take any other action which may affect the appearance of the exterior of the building without the approval of the Board. Window shades, awnings, window guards, curtains and any form of window covering or decoration visible from the street shall be unobtrusive so as to maintain a uniform appearance. Any window coverings or decorations which the Board deems to be objectionable shall be removed upon the written request of the Board.

(b) No sign, signal or advertisements may be inscribed or installed at a window, door or on the exterior of the building. No radio or television antenna, or satellite dish, flagpole or similar device, may be attached to, or hung or projected from, any roof, window, balcony, or the exterior of the building.

(c) No refuse or other substances (including food intended for birds or pigeons) shall be swept, shaken or thrown from the doors, windows, or balcony of an apartment. Nothing shall be hung from a window, or on a balcony, and nothing shall be placed upon the exterior of a window sill.

13. Elevators

The passenger and service elevators, unless of automatic type and intended for operation by a passenger, shall be operated only by employees of the Lessor, and there shall be no interference with the same by Lessees or members of their families or their guests, employees or subtenants.

14. Use Of Service Entrances And Elevators

Messengers, workmen, trades people and employees who are not in the regular employ of a Lessee shall use the service entrance to the building, and shall use the service elevator for the purpose of entering and exiting apartments during the hours the service elevator is in operation or the service entrance is open. The passenger elevators may be used by domestic employees, nurses, and care givers. Shopping carts containing groceries, laundry carts or baskets containing laundry may not be brought through the front entrance and are not allowed on the passenger elevators.

15. Deliveries

(a) All deliveries and packages capable of being delivered by hand (with the exception of expensive jewelry, furs or other valuable articles) must be left in the package room, and will be delivered to the Lessee's apartment by the building staff.

(b) Delivery people may not pick up laundry, cleaning or pressing items at a Lessee's apartment. Such items must be left in the package room.

(c) If there is to be a delivery of a heavy appliance (which require no installation), or furniture or other heavy articles that cannot be delivered by the building staff, the Lessee must inform the Management Office of the time of such delivery at least twenty four (24) hours in advance so that the building staff may be available to escort those making the delivery into and out of the building. If the Management Office determines that a delivery may result in the building staff being unduly removed from their normal duties and will require the rescheduling of duties, then the Lessee shall be responsible for any additional expense incurred by the Lessor for that purpose.

(d) All persons delivering prepared food to a Lessee must be accompanied by a member of the building staff. A lessee shall expedite such deliveries in order to minimize the time a staff member is required to be away from other duties.

(e) Delivery of periodicals to a lessee after 10:00 p.m. and prior to 8:00 a.m. may be made by a delivery service which has been approved by the Board, unaccompanied by the building staff, to a Lessee's apartment door. At no time may such delivery service deliver any item, other than a periodical, to a Lessee's apartment door unaccompanied by a member of the building staff.

16. Responsibility For Packages

The Lessor shall not be responsible for the loss or disappearance or damage to any package or article left with or entrusted to any employee of the Lessor regardless of the contents of such package. Any such package is left at the Lessee's risk.

17. Guests

Unless a Lessee shall have given the doorman the name and expected arrival time of a visitor, and shall have requested that such visitor not be announced, no visitor to the building shall be permitted to proceed from the lobby until that visitor shall have been announced by the front hall employees. If any apartment is to be occupied or used by a member of the Lessee's family who is not a resident or by a person who is not a member of the Lessee's family but who is a resident, written instructions regarding such use or occupancy must be given to the Management Office.

18. Use Of Employees

(a) A Lessee shall not request an employee of the Lessor to leave the building for the purpose of undertaking or rendering a personal service to the Lessee.

(b) A Lessee shall not request any building employee to show an apartment to a prospective purchaser.

(c) A Lessee shall not request a building employee to perform a task which is not an obligation of the Lessor during the employee's working hours.

19. Garbage Disposal

A Lessee shall comply with all requirements and regulations regarding the disposal of refuse as shall be determined by the Board from time to time. All Lessees shall separate their trash into "recyclable" and "non-recyclable" materials, or into other categories, as the Lessor may require. The Lessor may designate, from time to time, the types of materials which must be separated for recycling, the types of containers or binding materials to be used by the Lessee for the disposal of designated materials and locations where designated materials shall be deposited. Trash compactor chutes may not be used between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. Any costs or expenses incurred by the Lessor which result from a Lessee's failure to comply with the requirements imposed by law or by the Lessor, including but not limited to fees, fines or penalties imposed on the Lessor or on the building by any governmental agency and reasonable attorney's fees and disbursements, shall be payable by the Lessee as additional rent under the Proprietary Lease.

20. Access For Elimination Of Vermin

The agents of the Lessor, and any contractor or workman authorized by the Lessor, may enter any apartment at any reasonable hour of the day for the purpose of inspecting it to ascertain what measures are necessary or desirable to control or exterminate any Vermin, insects or other pests and to effectuate such measures.

21. No Pets

(a) Except for pets that have been living in the building prior to May 1, 1997 and which had been registered with the Management Office prior to June 13, 1997, no animal or bird shall be kept or harbored in the building. Specific Exceptions to this rule may be granted from time to time by the Board for reasons it may deem advisable and may be revoked by the Board. Upon the demise of a permitted pet, no replacement pet shall be allowed unless the Board deems it advisable to grant a specific exception.

(b) Such pets as are allowed in the building are not permitted on passenger elevators, in the front lobby or on the roof. Pets must be taken in and out of the building by way of the service elevators and the service entrance and must be carried or kept on a leash. Pets generating excessive noise or causing damage to public areas will subject their owners to the penalties and sanctions provided for in these House Rules and the Proprietary Lease.

(c) Permission for temporary/short term visitation privileges for pets belonging to guests of a Lessee (not exceeding thirty (30) days in any calendar year) may be requested in writing in advance and may be granted or denied in the sole discretion of the Board.

(d) Pigeons and other birds may not be fed from window sills, balconies or public areas of the building, or on the plaza or sidewalks adjacent thereto.

22. Storage Space

Storage Space (Trunk Room) on the second floor of the building shall be used primarily for the storage of empty trunks, suitcases and other luggage. The storage of upholstered furniture, drapes, curtains, cardboard cartons and boxes, and other combustible articles is prohibited.

23. Laundry Facilities

A Lessee shall use the available laundry facilities only during such hours as may be designated by the Board.

24. No Solicitation

No Solicitation for a charitable contribution or for any candidate for political office shall be made within the building. No sign or literature soliciting such contributions or such candidate shall be placed in the lobby, passenger elevators or other public area or left at delivered to any apartment of Lessee, other than through the mail.

25. Window Guards

In connection with compliance with regulations requiring window guards, a Lessee shall complete and return to the Board, within fifteen (15) days of receipt, any notice requesting information as required by law. In addition, the Lessee shall immediately advise the Board in the event that a child under eleven years of age resides in the apartment and shall permit the installation of window guards on all windows in the apartment as required by law.

26. Balconies

Plantings approved by the Board shall be contained in boxes or wood lined with metal or other material impervious to dampness and shall stand on supports at least two inches from the balcony and, if adjoining a wall a least three inches from such wall. Suitable weep holes shall be provided in the boxes to draw off water. In special locations, such as a corner abutting a parapet wall, plantings may be contained in masonry or hollow tile walls which shall be at least three inches from the parapet and flashing, with the floor of drainage tiles and suitable weep holes at the sides to draw off water. It shall be the responsibility of the Lessee to maintain the containers in good condition, and the drainage tiles and weep holes in operating condition. Any damage caused to the building as a result of the placement of plantings on balconies shall be repaired at the sole cost and expense of the Lessee. Balconies may be covered with indoor/outdoor carpeting which the Lessee shall be required to maintain.

27. Complaints

Complaints regarding the operation of the building, or any service rendered by the Lessor must be made in writing and directed to the Executive Manager of the building.
